 Be an undergraduate pursuing their first baccalaureate degree; 
 Demonstrate financial need by completing a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA);Use the back of 

this form to briefly describe circumstances contributing to your financial need but not reflected on the FAFSA. 
 Show academic promise (maintain a 2.0 grade point average) and commitment to obtaining their degree; 
 Anticipate workforce participation for a significant period of time subsequent to graduation, ideally be aged 25-50; 
 Preference will be given to newly matriculating students. 

A complete application packet includes: 
 A signed and dated Osher Reentry Scholarship application form. 
 A 300-500 word typed essay addressed to the Scholarship Selection Committee describing your personal 

philosophy in reaching your educational and career goals and briefly describe the circumstances leading to the 
interruption of your collegiate studies. 

 A current resume. 
 Two current letters of recommendation. Letters may come from current or former professors, advisors, employers 

or supervisors.  
 A current official or unofficial transcript. Students must submit transcripts from previous attended colleges. 
 A copy of your schedule of classes for spring semester. 
 A current copy of the Student Aid Report (SAR) from the Free Application for Federal Student Aid. 

 
Selected applicants must be available for an interview with the Scholarship Selection Committee.
