For more than a decade, UNC Charlotte has instituted a number of programs to assist nontraditional students, including
the Nontraditional Student Organization, which provides academic and social support; the Adult Mentoring Program for
Students, comprised of teams of adult volunteers to advise and assist returning students; and the 49er Finish Program, a
recent initiative that identifies UNC Charlotte students who have been away from the University for up to 10 years but
who had left with enough credits to return with senior-level standing. Prospective Osher Reentry Scholarship applicants
do not need to have previously attended UNC Charlotte to apply.

Watermelon and Feta Salad Fried Zucchini Blossoms

A quick dip in a simple batter and another dip in hot oil
makes a delicate classic Italian summer treat of zucchini blossoms.
Feel free to stuff the flowers with a bit of soft cheesei fresh goat
cheese or ricottad before dipping in the batter, if you like!

Sweet watermelon and salty feta cheese make a pretty, refreshing
summer salad.

®  1/3 cup finely chopped mint, basil, or flat-leaf parsley ® 1 to2dozen zucchini blossoms
(optional) Preparation:
Preparation: 1. Heat about 1/2 inch oil in a wide, deep pan to 375 de-

grees.

2. Meanwhile, in a small bowl, beat egg. Beat in flour and
1/4 tsp. salt to make a thick batter. Whisk in enough of
the club soda to make a very thin batter.

3. Dip each zucchini blossom in the batter to coat. Gently
place in the oil and cook, undisturbed, until golden on
one side, about three minutes. Turn over and cook until
golden on the other side, about 2 minutes. Quickly
drain on a layer of paper towels, sprinkle with salt, and
serve immediately.

Arrange watermelon cubes on 4 to 6 salad plates. Sprinkle with feta
cheese, red onion and herbs. Serve immediately.
